Eating out 
For lunches during the conference, you have several possibilities. 
The University’s canteens offer the menu for CHF 7.--, provided you have a student card with you. Otherwise 
you pay CHF 10.50. The canteens are closed on Saturdays and Sundays.

There are two shops (Russo & Reif, Zürichbergstrasse) close to the conference venue, where you can buy food 
and sandwiches. There’s also a take-away with pizzas, kebab, etc. (http://www.oase-gloria.ch/) 
 
For dinner, you have the option of eating at the Youth Hostel. Half-board price is CHF 20.-- and includes a four 
curse menue and a non-alcoholic beverage. Please inform the staff at least one day in advance.

Plugs

Check-in at Youth Hostel, other accommodation 
At the Youth Hostel, check-in is possible around the clock. The rooms are ready starting 15.00 h. If you’re 
earlier, you can do the check-in, put your luggage in a locker and get the key later.

Transfer Airport – Youth Hostel/Hotel – Conference Venue 
We recommend that you buy a public transportation ticket not only for the transfer, but valid for 24 hours in 
Zurich (fare area 110). At the airport, there are touch-screen ticket machines that accept Swiss Francs and 
credit cards. 
To get the correct ticket, proceed as follows: 

• Point of Departure: Zürich Flughafen / Airport 
• Point of Destination Zürich City alle Ziele / Zone 110 
• 24 hour ticket / 2nd Class / Adult
